The review was more limited than would be necessary to give an opinion on internal 
controls.  Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on internal controls or ensure that all 
deficiencies in internal controls are disclosed. 
 
Specifically, we reviewed cash receipts, cash disbursements, interfund transactions, payroll, 
purchasing, equipment, and revolving accounts. 
 
Our review found no significant deficiencies in internal controls that we should report to you.  
We have communicated isolated or insignificant deficiencies directly to your staff. 
 
This letter is intended solely for the information and use of the Office of the Attorney General 
and is not intended to be and should not be used by anyone other than the specified party.
