Student enrollment decreased by 59 percent, which
contributed to the 37 percent increase in total operational
spending per pupil, adjusted for inflation. The percentage
of dollars spent in the classroom varied year to year,
decreasing overall from 402 to 33.6 percent. As a
percentage of total operational spending, all
nonclassroom areas varied year to year, as is common for
very small districts.
