The percentage of dollars spent on
instruction varied year to year, increasing overall from 53.6 to
55.1 percent. Overall, as a percentage of total operational
spending, food service decreased and student support
decreased slightly, while instruction support increased slightly.
Most other noninstructional areas remained fairly stable.
